        Mr. Mark Henry representing The Lake Cities Sun provided the following:
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PROPOSAL FOR

TOWN OF SHADY SHORES

OPTIONS FOR PRINTING AND DISTRIDUTION OF THE OFFICIAL NEWSLETTER OF THE TOWN OF SHADY SHORES.

OPTION A – Insertion only of a newsletter provided already printed into the Wednesday edition of the Lake Cities sun at a rate of $70.00 per thousand or 7 cents per piece delivered to Shady Shores households only. (Based on household estimate of 1,700 the investment is $119.00.  This amount does not include production and printing of the piece.)

OPTION B – Production and printing of newsletter pages as four (4) standard size black & white newspaper pages and run in with a regular section of the Wednesday edition of the Lake Cities Sun delivered to Shady Shores households and businesses only at rate of $200.00 per page or $800.00 total.

OPTION C –Production and printing of newsletter pages as eight (8) tabloid size black and white pates and inserted into the Wednesday edition of The Lake Cities Sun delivered to Shady Shores households only at a total cost of $940.00.  Full color could be added to the front, back and center pages for an additional charge of $150.00.

OPTION D-Production and printing of newsletter pages either as standard or tabloid size black and white pages and insertion, if called for, into the Wednesday edition of The Lake Cities Sun delivered to Shady Shores households or the total circulation of the newspaper AT NO COST with the Town of Shady Shores authorization for The Lake Cities Sun staff to sell advertising in the publication and retain the proceeds.  (Town of Shady Shores will possess the authority to determine what types of businesses may or may not purchase advertising in the publication for the duration of the agreement).

Councilmember Patty Durkin made a motion to go with OPTION D for one year.  Seconded by Mayor pro tem Nita Watkins.  All in favor.  No one opposed.  Motion carried.
