ORDINANCE NO. 177-2-2006

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF SHADY SHORES, TEXAS, CLOSING A
PORTION OF A STREET RIGHT-OF-WAY KNOWN AS MEADOWLARK LANE
BEING THE NORTHERN PORTION OF SAID ROADWAY FROM A POINT TWENTY
FEET NORTH OF THE DRIVEWAY OF THE ARASMITH PROPERTY TO THE END
OF SAID ROADWAY AT THE TOWN OF SHADY SHORES TOWN LIMIT;
RESERVING ALL EXISTING PUBLIC UTILITY EASEMENT RIGHTS OF OTHERS,
IF ANY, WHETHER APPARENT OR NON-APPARENT, AERIAL, SURFACE,
UNDERGROUND OR OTHERWISE; PROVIDING FOR THE FURNISHING OF A
CERTIFIED COPY OF THIS ORDINANCE FOR RECORDING IN THE REAL
PROPERTY RECORDS OF DENTON COUNTY, TEXAS; AND PROVIDING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Shady Shores, acting pursuant to law
upon the finding of the Town Council that the public health, safety and welfare require the
closing of the hereinafter described street right-of-way, and is of the opinion and finds that said
street right-of-way is not suitable for increased traffic, as it is too narrow for the safe travel of the
public; subject to the reservations and conditions of this ordinance; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF SHADY
SHORES, TEXAS:

SECTION 1. That the Town of Shady Shores hereby closes to public vehicular traffic
the prescriptive easement described specifically by survey in the Town records, and generally
described as all the northern portion of Meadowlark Lane, from a point twenty (20) feet north of
the centerline of the driveway of the abutting property owned by the Arasmith family, to the
Town limits of the Town of Shady Shores, subject to all existing public utility easement rights of
others, if any, whether apparent or non-apparent, aerial, surface, underground or otherwise. The
Town reserves unto itself the right at any time to lay, construct, and maintain water, storm and
sanitary sewer lines and appurtenances in and upon the real property closed to public use.

SECTION 2. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after its
passage as the law in such cases provides. A certified copy of this ordinance shall be filed in the

Denton County Real Property Records.
