ORDINANCE No. 213-11-2008

AN ORDINANCE PRESCRIBING REGULATIONS PERTAINING TO THE
DRILLING AND OPERATION OF WATER WELLS FOR PRIVATE USE
WITHIN THE TOWN OF SHADY SHORES, TEXAS; PROVIDING FOR
THE COLLECTION OF AN ADMINISTRATIVE FEE; PROVIDING FOR A
PENALTY OF FINES NOT TO EXCEED THE SUM OF $500 OR
$2,000.00 FOR EACH OFFENSE, AS DEFINED IN THE ORDINANCE;
PROVIDING A REPEALING CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY
CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING A PUBLICATION CLAUSE.

WHEREAS, the Town of Shady Shores, Texas, (hereinafter referred to as “the
Town”) is a general law city located in Denton County Texas, and is a municipality
organized under the laws of the State of Texas; and

WHEREAS, the Town, in cooperation with the Town’s water provider, the Lake
Cities Municipal Utility Authority (“LCMUA?"), desires to protect the public health and
the quality and integrity of the potable water system; and

WHEREAS, the Town desires to adopt an ordinance regulating the
construction and use of water wells within the corporate limits of the Town.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL FOR THE
TOWN OF SHADY SHORES:

SECTION 1. WELL PERMIT

11. It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to commence
drilling, boring or digging a water well within the corporate limits of the
Town without a permit.

1.2 The Town may issue a water well permit only on lots containing 30,000
square feet or more, and which are zoned residential or agricultural.

1.3 No new permits authorizing the drilling, boring or digging of a private water
well for a domestic water supply purpose (eg., potable water) within the
corporate limits of the Town shall be issued unless no other water source
is readably available. All existing wells must meet all other health and
safety provisions of this ordinance if the well was operated prior to the
date of this Ordinance.

14 No well shall be permitted under this section if the well head of the
proposed well is within 1,320 feet, measured on a direct line, from the well
head of a public well connected to the LCMUA’s water system.
